We spent a lot of time preparing our talks and     
activities we were running, but we realized that the greatest impact we had 
through that time was the love, attention, and care we had for those students. 
Preaching is so important, but I've been reminded that preaching without 
relationships often times proves powerless.  It was a good reminder because 
that's how I want our ministry in Cologne to be. Obviously, we want to 
preach the Gospel to all of those who will listen. We hope to be honest and 
open with people that this is the reason why we'll be there.  But, lives will 
truly be transformed when people see Christ's love through our joy and love 
to them. Please be praying for that.

I want to praise the Lord for all that He did at camp this year...for His       
provision, protection, and blessing!
