Horse Trading Days have been an annual event in Zelienople every mid July for more than forty years.
Exactly how and why Horse Trading Days started is a bit unclear, but seems to have been a means to drum up
a little more business for the merchants in Zelienople. In the years since, out-of-town artists, craftspeople, and
food vendors have been allowed to come and set up temporary tents and booths, even non-profits are
permitted to participate as long as they pay for a space.

Five years ago, this seemed like an opportunity for Burry’s Church to reach out to the community to share the
gospel and to promote the church. The Evangelism and Outreach Committee (EOC) purchased a tent,
balloons, and some gospel tracts and went to Horse Trading Days to be a presence there for the Lord.

Since “many hands make light the work”, the EOC has asked other members of Burry’s Church to help in the
booth. Very little skill is involved in giving away balloons, candy, popcorn, church information or even the
gospel itself. A few folks are more comfortable explaining the gospel to strangers while others help by giving
helium filled balloons to children drawing them closer to hear the gospel presented.

This year at Horse Trading Days, we were blessed with the artistic talents of Lynn Tweed, who did face-
painting. Free face painting was a hit in drawing a crowd of children and their families. While kids waited to
have their faces painted, Linda Goehring and others used colored magnets on a pencil (magic rings) to share
the good news of Jesus to them and their families.

At least thirty-three Burry’s members and their children (from pre-schoolers to golden agers) volunteered at
the booth this year. They did a variety of tasks but at the conclusion of Horse Trading Days the gospel was
shared to hundreds, many contacts were made, and numerous people were
invited to visit Burry’s Church.
