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People in the Pew: Food Resource Bank Committee

This month’s people in the pew are outstanding in their field, and some
are really out standing in their fields. The Food Resource Bank
Committee members are: Wayne Harley, Myron Bonzo, Tom Weil, Jr.,
Dick Miller, and Pastor Tom Smith. The Food Resource Bank (FRB) Committee was formed two years ago when
Dick Miller introduced the FRB ministry to the Missions Committee. Food Resource Bank (FRB) began in 1999,
when a group of Mennonite churches teamed up with agri-businesses and farmers to explore ways to address
world hunger.

Rather than ship grain or food, FRB has missionary partner organizations that are doing food production and
community development programs overseas. FRB funding provides the seeds, animals, tools, instruction, water
supply, and whatever else is needed to produce food. The funding comes from Growing Projects in the US. Crops
grown on donated land are harvested and marketed, the proceeds, after costs, are sent to FRB to be used abroad.

Council gave permission to the FRB Committee to farm the tillable acres on the church’s property and send any
profits to FRB. Last year, corn and oats were taken off and sold for $2,500.00 This money was designated to go
to help farmers in Guinea improve their market gardening with better seeds, tools, and better water pumps. The
money from Burry’s Church made up 16% of the Guinea Kankan project budget that helped 500 households.

Guinea was selected because that is where Cees and Corinne Snetselaar and their children working with New
Tribes. The FRB Committee hoped we could send the money to someone in Java, but there were no FRB partners
in the region that could help, so the Guinea project was the next best option. The FRB Committee will try again
with this year’ s harvest proceeds to get them to Java.

It is the custom for FRB's growing projects to culminate in a fall harvest celebration. This year, Council gave the
FRB committee permission to have a covered dish dinner to coincide with Harvest Home on September 13" .
They want to invite our entire Burry’s Church to participate. Please join us as we eat good food (the best home-
made pies in Beaver County), enjoy sweet fellowship, and learn about the wheat and straw taken off this year and
the upcoming soybean harvest.

The FRB Committee is trying to use the resources the Lord has given Burry’s Church to put faith into action.
James 2:14 — 17 says, “What good is it, my brothers, if someone says he has faith but does not have works? Can
that faith save him? If a brother or sister is poorly clothed and lacking in daily food, and one of you says to them,
“Go in peace, be warmed and filled,” without giving them the things needed for the body, what good is that? So
also faith by itself, if it does not have works, is dead.”

We thank God for the efforts of our FRB Committee and the many ways they and our Missions Committee help us
engage in Great Commission ministry.

We can’t begin to thank you all for the countless acts of kindness that have been shown to Joe throughout
the past few months. From countless cards, treats, servings of Mountain Dew, “special” car rides, visits
and especially the overwhelming amount of prayer he has received will not soon be forgotten by any of
us!
