Joel has done a lot of the remodeling work on the building (which has been 
slowed down because of tennis elbow), but he has now finished the pulpit and hopes to soon be able to 
get other remodeling under way. They were only meeting once a month, but as of Sept, they will meet 
the 13th and 27th. They are aiming for weekly services. Mike Cuneo, a PCA pastor has arrived after 
having his VISA processed in less than a week. Someone out there was OBVIOUSLY praying!!!!  Joel 
and Jessica are very involved in witnessing to their neighbors and everyone they come in contact with. 
They ask prayer for daughter Anaelle, who began 1st grade on Sept 14; she is shy and doesn't always 
respond well in new situations.
