MTW-Knutson In recent years, Dale and Nancy have traveled to Myanmar, Bangladesh, India, Philippines, 
Cambodia, Vietnam and other places. You say danger. Yes, They did witness an accident in Bangladesh, but 
were not participants., but on April 25, on the way to the airport after a visit to the US, they and their daughter 
Amy were in a major accident on the interstate. This was their second encounter with the Highway Patrol that 
day. After exceeding the posted speed limit in a construction zone, he was justly stopped. Realizing that he 
would need to produce his drivers license, he began to pat his travel vest and pockets but found no wallet. 
Nancy mentioned to the policeman that they were on their way to Cambodia. The officer took the passport and 
returned to his patrol car. As they braced themselves for the steep fine and spending time retrieving the lost 
wallet, they felt they would probably miss their flight. Amazingly the officer only gave a warning ticket. After 
returning home and retrieving the lost wallet, Amy took over driving and made good progress towards the 
airport until they came alongside an 18-wheeler. Exactly what took place next happened so quickly that each of 
them had a little different impression as to the moment- by- moment proceedings. Somehow their car caught 
the back bumper of the truck , placing their car just behind the back tires of the trailer. Powdered glass from the 
windshield sprayed their bodies. The screeching sound of metal dragged on the pavement pierced their ears.. 
after a 920 foot ride with the front of their car under the trailer, they looked around and asked each other if 
anyone was hurt. Amazingly they had only scratches, although the car was totaled by the insurance company. 
This highway patrol officer told them that most people who tangle with an 18 wheeler in his way do not 
survive. No matter where we live, there is danger all around us. For what exact purpose God graciously spared 
them from major injury and preserved their lives at this point is unknown, but God is in control and His 
purposes are being accomplished, His way.  
New Tribes - Zook Last month Mark trained 22 missionary candidates to help them complete the requirements 
before moving overseas. These future missionaries will serve as primary church planters, some will work with 
Muslims, and one is a medical doctor who will work in a mission hospital in Bangladesh. All desire to be 
vessels for the Lord to proclaim the Gospel of Christ to spiritually needy people in some challenging 
environments. Please pray that thee Lord will prepare people's hearts to receive the Good News of Christ when 
these new missionaries have the opportunity to meet with them and proclaim the good news to them..

Some people still ask me about why we do these expensive events.  I think 
Oswald Chambers says it well in the opening quote!  We do these things so that 
the youth can build a life-changing relationship with Jesus Christ.  It is our hope 
that each of our young people will find hope and security in our Savior, and that 
they will seek out His plan for their lives!  I believe that God is opening their 
eyes to see what they can do for Him.

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People in the Pew -  George & Janet Tweed by Pastor Tom 
About a mile away from the Middle Lancaster ball field is a log cabin built in the 
nineteenth century at the end of a long lane in a beautiful green valley.  If you are 
thinking Mr. & Mrs. Daniel Boone live there, you’d be wrong.  George and Janet 
Tweed do.  They bought their home about 40 years ago.  You’d never know it was 
built in 1871, with its white siding and attractive modern interior. 

A few years before this, George and Janet met when both worked at Howard 
Johnson’s Restaurant.  He was a cook and she was a waitress.  They fell in love and 
got married.  George and Janet were blessed with three children, Gary, George, and Tammie.  Now the Tweeds are 
blessed with five grandsons. 

George supported his family by working at AK Steel in Butler.  At first he was a crane operator.  Then he worked in 
the maintenance department lubricating the many pieces of equipment in the 3 ½ million square foot facility.  That’s 
a lot of ground to cover.  He retired after 35 years and many miles. After getting married, Janet worked briefly as a 
waitress.  Once the kids came along, she focused on being a stay-home mom and home-maker.  The Tweeds put in a 
large garden and planted fruit trees.  Janet became a master canner, putting away a lot of fruit and vegetables.  Janet 
enjoyed raising her kids and now helps as a babysitter for her grandsons. 

Both George and Janet grew up attending church.  Janet attended Zion Lutheran and Grace Church in Harmony.  
Although they heard the Gospel in the many Sunday School lessons and sermons, it was not until later in life that 
they began to understand and believe their need of a Savior and embraced Jesus as their only hope for forgiveness 
and as their greatest treasure.

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Our Amazing First Pastor - Wayne Harley 
This month’s 175th Anniversary article is about our first pastor at Burry’s Church, 
Rev. E.F. Winter. Pastor Mike describes him as a man of great energy. I agree that 
he must have been an amazing man by all that he accomplished in the 71 years and 6 
months he lived on this earth. He spent 44 years as our pastor at Burry’s, during 
which he baptized 1312, confirmed 709, married 245 couples, and conducted 341 
funerals. 
Ernst Frederick Ferdinand (E.F.) Winter was born November 30, 1812 in Siegen, 
Prussia (now Germany). He was the youngest of 5 children born to Carl Samuel and 
Marianna Jacoby Winter. His great-great grandfather was Rev. John Winter, a 
Reformed Calvinist preacher. E.F. was educated at the University of  Hamburg. He 
came to the United States in 1834, arriving in Philadelphia before moving to 
Pittsburgh. In 1835 he was called to be pastor of St. Peter’s German Evangelical 
Lutheran Church, Phillipsburg (Monaca) and later that year also became our first 
pastor at Burry’s at the age of 23. 
Rev. Winter married Johanna Katharina Schwartz in Wheeling, WV on January 4, 1838. They had 12 children, 10 
of whom survived to adulthood. One son, Albert Winter married Annie Brenner, likely a Burry’s member. Their 
son (Rev. Winter’s grandson) was probably the Albert Winter who died in World War I and is listed on the 
Zelienople monument to that war. The children of Rev. Winter must have all been musically talented as it is 
reported that the family did concerts around Beaver County. I can imagine that they performed in church and at 
Burry’s also. One of Rev. Winter’s sons became a physician, Dr. Frank Emil Winter. 
Rev. Winter was the only pastor at Burry’s to serve in the first (log) church. He patiently pleaded with the 
congregation to build a bigger church and finally succeeded with the erection of the second church in 1859. There 
was never a parsonage while Rev. Winter served Burry’s. He originally lived in Phillipsburg (Monaca) until 
moving to Zelienople. He referred to his home there as Winterheim. He resigned (retired) from Burry’s in 1880 
due to health issues and died May 30, 1884. He is buried in Zelienople Cemetery. 
Is has been reported that Rev. Winter served 11 congregations during the 45 years of his ministry. You already 
know about St. Peter’s in Monaca where he served 24 years, and Burry’s. He served St. John’s Evangelical 
Lutheran of Freedom for 6 years (1845-1851). That congregation consisted of German boat builders. He served St. 
Peter’s Reformed of Zelienople for 22 years (1858-1880). Grace Church of Harmony was pastored by Rev. Winter 
a total of 5 years (1837-1839 and 1842-1845). He pastored St. Matthew’s Evangelical Lutheran of Wallrose 
(Economy Borough) for 27 years (1838-1865). Rev. Winter pastored St. John’s Reformed of Evans City (formerly 
Evansburg) for 16 years (1863-1879). He appears to have pastored St. John’s Evangelical Lutheran of Lovi 
(Cranberry Twp.) for a period of time beginning in 1843. Church records there spell his name as Winder. I believe 
Rev. Winter served as pastor to a German Reformed Church in Rochester from 1856-1866. That small church 
merged with another from Bridgewater to become St. Paul’s Evangelical Lutheran in 1866. Rev. Winter reportedly 
pastored Zion Lutheran Church of Wayne Township, Lawrence County. Also, he reportedly pastored a church in 
Middle Lancaster, Butler County. Just think about how much time Rev. Winter put in travelling to all these 
congregations over poor roads, probably on horseback. There wasn’t even a bridge between Monaca and Rochester 
during Rev. Winter’s lifetime, so he would have taken a ferry to cross the Ohio River. Think about the challenges 
of communications in his day. How would he find out that someone in one of his congregations died? 
I found that a book was written about Rev. Winter in 1933 in Siegen, Germany where he was born, A copy sent to 
the US back then had numerous blackouts in the script from Nazi censors. Kevin Cram, one of our GEM 
missionaries, serving in Cologne, Germany is doing some checking around over there for me. Cologne is about 50 
miles west of Siegen. Who would have thought at the time Rev. Winter left Germany, that the US would be 
sending missionaries there today? 
One final thought I had about Rev. Winter, that I’ve shared with Pastor Mike, is that I’d like to see us host a 
service at Burry’s to honor the memory of this extraordinary man of God. We could invite members of the sister 
churches that still exist to come. If we can find one of Rev. Winter’s sermons, Pastor Mike could preach it. How’s 
that for a  little dreaming of tomorrow, with an historic look back?  
I hope to see all of your at Burry’s during our 175th Anniversary celebration later this month.  I’m looking 
forward to it. 
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EPCOT is a familiar word for most 
Americans.  Do you know what it 
means?  “Experimental Prototype 
Community of Tomorrow.”  Just take 
out a second mortgage and secure a 
second job when you get back, and 
you can make the pilgrimage to that 
“magical, mystical world,” as some 
call it. 

I haven’t actually attended myself.  I 
only got as far as the Magic Kingdom. 
However, I understand that EPCOT is 
a place for dreamers.  It’s dedicated to 
imagining the unimaginable. Disney 
World proud proclaims: “There are no 
engineers at Disney only Imagineers!”  

It’s obvious to me (even looking in 
from the outside) that EPCOT is a 
reality because people were 
encouraged to dream and imagine as 
real what others thought impractical or 
unrealistic.  They’ve proven – at least 
on a temporal plane – what a 
powerful, productive force “vision” 
can be. 

Proverbs 29:18 reminds us of just how 
important vision is for the church.  It 
declares, “Where there is no 
revelation, the people cast off 
restraint.”  You may be more familiar 
with the KJV translation: “Where 
there is no vision, the people 
perish.”  I like Matthew Henry’s take 
on this.  He writes, “(the) gospel is an 
open vision, which holds forth Christ, 
which humbles the sinner and exalts 
the Savior, which promotes holiness 
in the life and conversation: and these 
are precious truths to keep the soul 
alive, and prevent it from perishing.”   

If Henry is right, our vision isn’t 
altogether a “new” thing, but it does 

open up the possibility of something 
new for each generation.   It also 
provides us with direction into the 
future. 

I spoke recently about the need for 
God’s people (you and me) to “wait 
upon the Lord” – to give ourselves to 
prayer until God sends His Holy Spirit 
in power upon our lives and ministry.   
I hope some of you are considering 
taking up my challenge to join with 
two or three others (the number isn’t 
important).  Praying together in small 
clusters gives us a chance to actively 
engage in pray and provides 
accountability (so we actually do 
pray).   

But let me make something clear: 
waiting on the Lord isn’t merely 
sitting on one’s thumbs until God does 
something significant.  After all, He’s 
been doing significant things since 
Pentecost.  Waiting also means 
discerning God’s will and readying 
ourselves to carry it out.  If the truth 
be known, “waiting” needs to be a 
constant in the lives of Christians.  We 
don’t just eat one meal and assume it 
will last us a lifetime.  We need daily 
sustenance.  We also need the grace of 
daily prayer as we humbly wait and 
watch for God to move in our lives 
and in our church.  

The good news is we can do this kind 
of waiting and imagining with surety 
that God is going to act.  I was 
thinking of that familiar passage from 
Jeremiah 29:11 – “For I know the 
plans I have for you,” declares the 
LORD, “plans to prosper you and not 
to harm you, plans to give you hope 
and a future.”  Here God encourages 
an exiled people that something better 
is on the horizon; something God 
himself has “imagined” for their good 
and His glory.  The verse is followed 
by two less-quoted but no less 

important verses: “Then you will call 
upon me and come and pray to me, 
and I will listen to you.  You will seek 
me and find me when you seek me 
with all your heart.”  (vv.12-13) 

What an amazing promise from a holy 
God to sinful people.  And the good 
news is, that promise still holds 
today.  God has a plan for us, and He 
encourages us to “imagine” what 
glorious things will happen in and 
through our Burry’s fellowship as we 
engage the future He is and will 
unfold.   Wouldn’t it be wonderful if 
the next generation at the 200th 
Anniversary Celebration of Burry’s 
could say, looking back, “Thank God 
for the visionary, praying people who 
faithfully followed God’s plan and 
brought us to this place.”  Who 
knows, maybe they’ll even think of us 
as the EPCOT of our generation – the 
Experimental Prototype Church of 
Tomorrow.   

May God help our grace-driven family 
to imagine the unimaginable.  To see a 
day when every pew is filled with 
souls hungering and thirsting for 
righteousness; where men and women, 
boys and girls are living in the light of 
the gospel; where families are being 
reconciled; where bodies are being 
healed; where the community around 
us is being transformed by the power 
of the gospel. 

As encouragement, I would remind 
you that “Nothing is impossible with 
God.” and “No eye has seen, no ear 
has heard, no mind has conceived 
what God has prepared for those who 
love him”  (1 Cor 2:9) 

May all who come behind us find us 
faithful.
