After some prayer and discussion
with the staff, we have concluded
that it’s time for the church to pray.
Now, that may sound a little trite,
but believe me it’s not meant that
way. It comes from our sense of
God’s purpose and plan for Burry’s
and a concern for our deficiencies as
a body of believers. We believe
God is saying, “I want my people to
pray.”

It’s not that we haven’t prayed. |
know there are many in the
congregation who pray faithfully for
the church, for me, for our various
ministries, for the sick, etc. | thank
God for those “prayer warriors”.
They are the heart beat of our
ministry. Unfortunately, that is not
the heart of everyone. Too many
post-modern day Christians
approach prayer in a perfunctory
way — with minimal effort or
reflection. It’s like the Bishop who
visited a church mid-week prayer
meeting and, after listening to a
number of parishioners pray, he
offered his own: “Little Jack Horner
sat in a corner eating his Christmas
pie. He stuck in his thumb and
pulled out a plum and said, “O what
a good boy am I! In Jesus’ name,
Amen.” Well, the point was clear.
The Bishop discerned that the
prayers of the people were not
passionate. They said the expected
words, but not with the urgency and
expectation of one who is in
dialogue with the living God.

I’m convinced — and the staff agrees
— that becoming a people of

passionate, purposeful prayer is
required if we want Burry’s to be a
church of influence on and for the
next generation. We need people
praying for us as a staff and praying
for our Council to be men of God
and spiritual leaders. We need
people praying daily for the saving
of souls and the outpouring of the
Holy Spirit on our ministries. We
need people praying for God to stay
the hand of the Evil One who is
anxious to derail the work God has
called us to do in this place.

| read recently the reflections of one
preacher who said, “Many of us
have lived too long in spiritual
kindergarten when it comes to
prayer. Some Christians never get
beyond the “bless Aunt Bessie” level
of prayer. When they pray, it’s
“Bless my children, bless my wife,
bless my husband, bless my friends,
bless my church, bless the sick, bless
the poor, bless the missionaries, and
while you’re at it, Lord, bless
everyone everywhere.” We’re not
discounting the importance of those
prayers. After all, the blessing of
God is a wonderful thing and we
ought to ask God to bless others.

But there is more to prayer than
asking God to bless someone.

We also need prayers of repentance.

The Lord instructed Israel to pray
when spirituality and passion waned.
He told them to be alert to spiritual
drift, and when you see it, “if my
people, who are called by my name,
will humble themselves and pray
and seek my face and turn from their
wicked ways, then will I hear from
heaven and will forgive their sin and
will heal their land.” (2 Chronicles
7:14). Like the publican Jesus
observed praying, we need to learn
to admit our sin, grieve its
consequences and beseech our God
to be merciful. We need prayers of
intercession and supplication as
well. Prayers not just for physical or
temporal needs, but for Kingdom
issues — those things which affect
our lives, our church and the world
for eternity. We need vigilant
prayers. People who will stay on
their knees or, at least, consistently
remember on-going needs until they
get an answer. God forgive us for
making prayer, all too often, a cast-
off commaodity.

Like the prophet who prayed for
rain and kept praying until he saw a
cloud in the sky, we need people
who will “pray through” to God’s
answer for Burry’s, for loved ones
and for themselves. | need to stop
here before 1 “go to preachin’”.
Please be with us as often as you can
through July. My sermon series for
the month is “Learning to Pray Like
Paul.” 1I’'m hopeful (prayerful) that it
will give us important insight into
what God expects of us as a praying
people. 1I’'m also hopeful it will “set
God’s people a praying”.

Both grew
up on farms in Butler County, Bonnie was raised in Cranberry and Dick hails from

Cooperstown (near Valencia & Mars).
